A hose end sprayer does not work very well, its
droplets are too large and you have little control over|
where it goes. Use a pump sprayer with a fine spra
and cover both top and bottom of leaves

The humidity in summer varies quite a bit but when it
sticks around for a few days look for fungal problems
to appear, mildew being the most prevalent. Foliage
spraying in the morning will usually not be a problem
because it dries pretty quickly. Treat with potassium
carbonate which you can find at any nursery with a
decent organic section. There are several chemicg
sprays available too.
