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Hail Protection

| sincerely hope that everyone's bonsai got through the recent hail storms without any major
damage. | know that in some parts f the Metroplex the hail was as large as baseballs....not goo
at all! I therefore want to mention once again a simple, inexpensive fix that will permanently
prevent hail damage to your bonsai collection. Using 2 by 4 treated lumber build a simple
framework above your bonsai benches that are a bit higher than your tallest trees. Then simply
nail some 1/4 inch hardware cloth to the top of this frame. Not only will this prevent any halil
from reaching your trees, but the hardware cloth serves as a nice support for shade cloth. Botl
the lumber and hardware cloth are available at Loews, Home Depot and most hardware stores
I've attached a photo of one of my benches to show what it looks like. IOm sure that those o
you with better carpentry skills can make one a bit more attractive.

I hope this is of help to some of you. It sure takes the worry out of an approaching hail storm.
